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     Many of the objections raised in the article by Onwuegbuzie and Daley are relevant to the discussion of race and intelligence and seem to be well founded.  The inability of within-group heritability of intelligence to be extended to between-group heritability seems to be a logical objection to the claim that the genetics of race differences also determines the IQ of each race relative to other races.  I think it is very difficult to deny that there is a genetic factor to intelligence, but to argue that the genetic factor between individuals is associated with race is a much more complex issue.  These theorists do not seem to consider the theory of reaction range which I view as a major oversight.  This theory seems to logically combine the genetic and environmental factors into a logical concept.  

     In the discussion of premises 5 and 6, that IQ scores accurately predict social success and that environment plays little role in developing intelligence, it is important to note that there is a significantly disproportionate number of African Americans in the lowest SES standing and may very well have lower IQs.  This group has systematically experienced a lower quality of education and opportunities than other groups and has lower IQ scores than other groups, which leads me to believe that there is a possibility that environment does play a role, though not conclusively because this relationship is merely correlational.  
     For me, it seems more plausible that the difference in IQ between races is more a result of environment than genetics, though it is difficult to measure because it is very difficult to standardize one of these factors to study the other.  If genetics is responsible for racial differences, the consequences could be disastrous with respect to ongoing efforts to improve race relations, whereas if it is found that environment is the key, there may be something to be done to improve the situation and diminish the difference in scores.  Until it is determined for sure, it seems a better approach to abide by the theory that environmental factors play a larger role in differences in IQ between races because it has a higher possibility of being resolved than if genetics were responsible.
